Maintenance

New floors

No installation treatment is required, as all Nordic Floor-
ing is supplied with a PUR-reinforced surface. However,
protect newly-fitted flooring during building work to make
construction clean-up easier and to eliminate the risk of
damage.

Construction clean-up

Allow the adhesive to dry for at least 24 hours before con-
struction clean-up. Remove any adhesive residue using
adhesive remover. Vacuum/mop/sweep the floor carefully
to remove any loose gravel, dust, etc. If there is build-
ing/plaster dust, wet-mop the floor with an acidic cleaner.
Then wash/scrub the floor using an all-purpose cleaner
(pH 7-9). Dose according to the supplier’s instructions. A
low-speed wet scrubbing machine with a fibre brush or red
pad may be used. Rinse the floor thoroughly with clean
water, then wet-vacuum.

Daily maintenance

The need for cleaning varies in different environments.
Remember to adapt the frequency of cleaning to require-
ments. Make it part of your daily routine to remove visible
dirt. A scrubber-dryer is the most suitable option. Mop-
ping with a dry, impregnated or damp mop and vacuum
cleaning are other suitable methods.

Periodic maintenance

Cleaning frequency and wear to the floor affect the inter-
val for periodic maintenance. Remove loose dirt and
dust by vacuum-cleaning or dry-mopping the floor. Care-
fully clean the surface with a damp mop/scrubber-dryer.
Always remove any trace of cleaning solution carefully
with clean water. Nordic Flooring is supplied with a PUR-

reinforced surface and can be dry-polished after clean-
ing using a Duospeed machine/maximum speed or high-
speed machine plus red pad to maintain cleanability. The
floor should be completely dry before it is dry-polished.

Recovery

Recovery can be carried out, if necessary, to restore very
dirty flooring and to revive the lustre of the flooring mate-
rial. Use a cleaner and machine-scrub with a blue pad.
Rinse thoroughly with clean water at least twice. Allow the
floor to dry before any installation treatment is applied.
Polish or floor wax can be used as surface protection
when restoring a floor. Follow the chemical supplier’'s
instructions.

Stain removal

Always deal with stains as they occur. Use a white/red
nylon cloth in combination with T-réd, cleaner’s naphtha or
concentrated all-purpose cleaner. Rinse thoroughly with
clean water.

General advice

— Use well-known cleaning chemicals.

— Always follow the supplier’s dosing instructions.

— Plastic flooring can be damaged by solvents.

— Black rubber wheels, rubber feet or other objects made
of plastic/rubber may discolour flooring.

— Chair legs should always be equipped with floor protec-
tors.

— Light colours increase the need for cleaning.

— Use effective dirt trap systems such as Trelleborg Ulvex/
rubber floor mats in combination with an absorbent mat
such as Coral.
